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Land Conservation
Assessment Application

Landowners interested in applying for a Land
Conservation Tax Credit of up to $250k are
asked to check the Forestry Division Website
for Land Conservation Tax Credits (link is in
progress).

Website lists application deadlines,
approximate meeting dates, tax credit
instructions, and application forms.

Applicant must be a taxpayer and
identified as an owner on the deed
conveying the land or interest in the land.

Applicant completes Land Conservation Assessment Application
and MUST submit one original and eight copies of all required
documents on the application by the deadline date. NLPC* meeting
scheduled approximately 60 days after application deadline.

LCPS*** forwards complete application to NLPC members or
rejects incomplete applications.

LCPM** or LCPS travel to location listed on the application to
ensure that parcel matches description.

Application summary prepared and is sent to EMNRD
Secretary and NLPC for review prior to scheduled meeting.

At least 10 days prior to committee meeting, a public notice
is placed in the local newspaper with meeting information.

LCPS prepares meeting agenda and distributes meeting
notice and agenda to applicants and others who have
requested notice.

Official Public Meeting is held and attended by EMNRD
Secretary, NLPC, EMNRD Forestry Divison LCPM and
LCPS, and EMNRD General Counsel. Applicants and

general public are welcome to attend.

Committee either recommends approval or rejection of

applications.

EMNRD Secretary Approves Application

EMNRD Secretary Rejects Application

EMNRD Secretary sends approval letter to
applicant which finds the donation to be significant
and important and authorizes an application for
certification of eligibility.

EMNRD Secretary sends letter to applicant
addressing specific reasons why application was
either completely rejected or rejected with
conditions,

If rejected with conditions, applicant may resubmit the
application with the complete, correct, or additional
information that addresses the specific issues. When
received, the EMNRD Secretary shall place the
resubmitted application in the review schedule as if it
were a new assessment application and if committee
supports changes, EMNRD Secretary may give
authorization for applicant to proceed with the donation
and apply for certification of eligibility.
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
